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Narrative Description:



Horticulture is the study of plants and plant systems and their application to the real world.  We weill be study the structures and processes of plants along with how to properly care and maintain a greenhouse structure of plant life.  2 days of each week will be spent in the greenhouse.  Students will take part in succession planting and propagating throughout the year.

Learner Outcomes:

1. Understand the processes of scientific inquiry and technological design to investigate questions, conduct experiments and solve problems.  
2. Understand the fundamental concepts, principles and interconnections of the life, physical and earth/space sciences. 
3. Understand the relationships among sciences, technology and society in historical and contemporary contexts.

MATERIALS NEEDED:

DISCIPLINARY ISSUES:

The only stipulation present is if the meeting takes place on my time, that there always be more then one student in attendance.
